Founded in 1451, Glasgow 
Universityis the fourth-oldest
in the English-speaking world. 
Previous students have included 
scientist Lord Kelvin, economist
Adam Smith, and the pioneer of
television John Logie Baird.

The first stone built Glasgow
Cathedralwas dedicated in the
presence of King David I in 1136.
The present building was 
consecrated in 1197. The Cathedral
has one of the finest post-war 
collections of stained glass 
windows to be found in Britain.

George Squarein the City 
Centre is used for a variety of
events, ranging from 
promotional campaigns to 
arts fairs as well as concerts 
and displays.

Glasgow's Oldest House
Provand’s Lordshipwas built
in 1471. It was originally part of
a hospital. It is one of only four
medieval buildings to survive 
in Glasgow. 

Kelvingrove Art Gallery and 
Museumis one of Scotland's
most popular free attractions. 
22 themed, state-of-the-art 
galleries displaying an 
astonishing 8000 objects 
including natural history, arms
and armour, art from many art
movements and periods of 
history, and much more.
